THADDEUS BRUNO UPDATE

March of this year marked two years since we moved to Bermuda to work with the
West End Church of Christ. We used the first three months doing an analysis of the
strengths and needs, and recasting new vision for our congregation. From these
sessions we came away with new vision and mission statements and also set goals for
the four purpose areas of worship, edification, benevolence and evangelism. We also
emphasized servant leadership, and truth, love, and forgiveness as the necessary
context for all our activities.

God has blessed our efforts as we have worked feverishly toward our goal of self-support, embracing his
vision us. We have had nine baptisms, six restorations, and eight persons from other congregations who
have place membership with us at West End. We have hosted Dr. Brad Harrub twice in his Creation vs
Evolution seminars and Hosted the now diseased Darrell Holt for a summer gospel meeting. We have also
hosted vacation Bible School annually, seeing record numbers of both children and adults. These meetings
have brought great visibility and increased visitors to our congregation and our attendance has moved from
the mid-thirties to the mid-sixties. Our contribution has also increased by over $5,000. Per month.

Our activities include Bring A Neighbor Sundays hosted once a month, monthly visits and devotions at Lefroy
House (a home for senior citizens), monthly leadership meetings, leadership training and weekly personal
evangelism training. We also use our church facility to host a monthly Free Market where clothing, shoes,
and books are made available to our surrounding communities. Sisters working in our benevolence ministry,
set up the donated items for the four-hour display, and then store them again for the next time. About one
hundred persons visit the Free Market. We hand out invitations to worship and religious literature, as well
as try to secure personal Bible studies. I have recently started a radio program Let God Be True that airs
weekly on MAGIC 102.7 FM. Our listenership is slowly growing as members invite others to listen. We get
good feedback from mostly members of our local congregation as well as from other congregations of the
Church of Christ.

We are stopping by Webb Chapel on our way back from Lubbock where I am graduating from their online
studies program with a Master’s degree in Biblical Studies (MBS), for Mission Sunday. It will be great to see
familiar faces and new ones at Webb Chapel, and have the opportunity to present a message on Sunday. I
will also do a report on our efforts here and take questions from the congregation. I plan to address the topic
“The Anatomy of Ministry That Pleases God.”
